Description: The eBioCB16 monoclonal antibody recognizes CD16 (Fc gammaRlll), the low-affinity receptor for IgG with an
apparent molecular weight of 50-80 kDa. CD16 is represented by two similar genes, CD16A (Fc gammaRIIlIA), which exists as a
hetero-oligomeric polypeptide-anchored form in macrophages and NK cells and CD16B (Fc gammaRlIIIB), which exist as a
monomeric GPl-anchored form in neutrophils. Furthermore, there are two known polymorphisms of CD16B, NA-1 and NA-2.
