1 Intended use

With the Eppendorf microcapillaries, cells or cell particles can be aspirated, held, 
transferred or injected in the application areas of micromanipulation, microinjection or 
biopsy. The microcapillaries may only be used for research and training purposes, e.g., in 
the fields of life sciences, cell biology or industry. The use for diagnostic, medical or 
therapeutic purposes is not permitted.
The microcapillaries are intended for single use. The microcapillaries are intended 
exclusively for indoor use and for operation by trained and skilled personnel.

2 Features

The microcapillaries are made of glass. The respective area of application results from the 
specification of the sample and the microcapillary.

4 Removing the capillary

1. Pull the foil apart. 
2. Remove the capillary safe with 

protection tube.

3. Remove the protection tube from the 
capillary safe.

4. Hold the capillary in the middle and pull 
it out of the capillary safe.
The capillary can be inserted into the 
capillary holder.
The installation of the capillary is 
described in the operating manual of the 
micromanipulator or the microinjector.
